VOLUNTEERS NEEDED FOR PRAIRIE BURN.  Looks like we will need volunteers to help with the controlled burning of areas along the Longfellow Nature Trail.  Such burning is done periodically to help encourage the growth of prairie plants and to reduce the build up of flammable dead plant materials.  Depending on weather conditions, the burn will most probably be scheduled for some Saturday morning in March.  Volunteers need not have had previous experience with controlled burns and should contact Jeff Schabilion (351-0872) for additional information concerning scheduling and preparations.

REMINDER ON BUILDING PERMITS

Many codes and regulations apply to all property within Iowa City.  These ordinances affect how and what may be constructed on a property, how the property may be used in the best interests of the community, neighbors and individual rights and how existing properties or parts of properties may be modified or demolished.  The intent is to protect public health, safety and welfare. In addition to the local and state regulations a large majority of homes in the Longfellow neighborhood may have preservation guidelines that apply to exterior work. Painting, paint color, storm windows, landscaping, satellite dishes, fences that are less than 6 feet high, reapplication of shingles on a single-family dwelling and any aspect involving the interior of a home are not subject to historic guidelines but other codes or regulations do apply to certain structural, electrical and plumbing work on interiors. 

We suggest contacting the Iowa City Building Inspection office at 356-5120 before your begin any work that may change the structure of your home.  The information regarding standards and permits may guide your planning, protect you and protect your home. 

The May-June –July issue of the Long View will include a map detailing historic/conservation districts.  We hope to start a series of articles about the various aspects of the guidelines that may be a bit confusing.

WONDER HOW RALSTON CREEK GOT ITS NAME?

Who are those people whose names are a part of our neighborhood landmarks?  How about Ralston?  Have you heard this story?  Read on to find out.

Robert Ralston was one of three commissioners appointed by the Territorial Legislature to determine the location for Iowa City. 

The stories purport that the honor of having a creek named after him occurred when Chauncy Swan and John Ronalds, the other two commissioners, suggested naming the creek as a “just reward” for their colleague, Robert Ralston, for having shown up several days late for the meeting at which they were to determine the location for Iowa City.  Flooding on the troublesome little creek was known to be an annual occurrence in spring, but there were additional surprise floods after heavy rainfalls. The creek, though charming, was unpredictable and one never knew when the next flood would come.  The story and Ralston’s name live on.

Ralston Creek continues to provide surprises to us because of the birds, critters and vegetation that interact along its flow but there have been no floods since the Scott Boulevard retaining basin was built. 

Tim Weitzel collected history and anecdotes that may be of interest to most of our readers. From time to time we will share them and hope Tim will forgive should we depart from the facts, as he knows them.
